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Last, but NOT least!
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Reading English may seem like a difficult task to many people, but it’s just
like any skill — the more you do it the better you get. One key thing is to
find books about topics you enjoy and you really want to learn about.
Reading many books where you know the meaning of almost every word
is a good way to improve your reading speed. Reading more difficult
English is a great way to build your vocabulary and improve your
dictionary skills at the same time. (BRUNOTTE, Josh)

To help you write, try reading models first. For example, if you plan to write
a paragraph describing a process, find a model of one (or ask your teacher
for one) and then do the following. Identify the different parts of the
model and their purpose. Notice what vocabulary, phrases, and grammar
patterns are used in each part and their relationship to purpose. Finally,
write using the information you have collected. Using models to guide
your writing will help you feel more confident as well as make your writing

more coherent.
